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A study examining cultural differences in the acceptance of the ellipsis
syllogism in Japan, Korea, Taiwan, France and the UK (ellipsis is more acceptable in high context
cultures because it can be restored by context) to test the distinction between low-context cultures

and high-context cultures is at the core of this project. No cultural differences were found in the
acceptance of the ellipsis syllogism, but it was more acceptable in Japan, Korea and France to omit
what the other person knows. This is inferred to be an effect of omission in language, a
codeswitching specific to high-context cultures. This is a switch based on the degree to which the
recipient of the information shares the context.
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
