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The purpose of this study was to identify and gain insight into the

perceptions and responses of high school principals to prevention education and the nature of a
functional team and retention.According to this study, principals have a higher awareness of school
crisis prevention in terms of environment, curriculum, and training than teachers in charge of
student guidance. It was shown that emphasis is placed on transformative active leadership,
formation of networks outside the school, formation of teachers®™ practical leadership skills, and
coordination of environment creation.
From a case study of a school that continuously implements psychoeducation, it is suggested that the

leadership of the principal who manages the school rooted in the educational goals, the balance
between the loyalty and conformity of the coordinator, and the efforts of the whole school are
important for establishing the psychoeducation.
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
