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Transition of imported wheat government sale method / domestic wheat trading
method and management behavior / reorganization of flour milling companies

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Deregulation in government sale method of the imported wheat and trading
method of domestic wheat has affected the management behavior of both major flour milling companies
and small and medium-sized flour milling companies. A major flour milling company is trying to
secure a domestic flour sales share by strengthening price competitiveness by consolidating
factories while maintaining a system that relies on imported wheat for the main flour milling raw
material. On the other hand, small and medium-sized flour milling companies tend to rely more on
locally produced wheat for their flour milling raw materials as they become smaller, and they are
trying to respond to the flour sales competition by pushing the characteristic flour of local wheat
use and stone milling to the front. Under deregulation, various factors are intertwined and the
milling industry is being reorganized.
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
