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In the past decade, a recurring trend has been observed in which opposition
parties have become increasingly split with each election, leading to confusion among voters. This
concerning issue serves as the focal point of this study, which aims to explore the influence of
elections on politicians® statements and policy positions. The study consists of two primary
sections. The first section investigates the factors contributing to the 2017 opposition split
resulting from the elections. This Investigation is carried out through an expert survey and a
statistical analysis of the obtained data. The second section focuses on evaluating the impact of
the pre-election term on politicians® performance by employing textual analysis of their statements

documented in the parliamentary proceedings.
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
