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This research explored how the five senses (sight, taste, hearing, smell,
and touch) have been used in corporate manufacturing and marketing strategies from the late
nineteenth century in the United States, Japan, and some European countries, and how these
strategies have affected the way people understood their sensory experiences. This research revealed

how people®s sensory experiences have changed in the development of capitalist societies. As one of
the case studies, the study focused on the United States from the 1870s to the 1970s to examine how
the color of food that many people considered "natural™ have been historically constructed.
Focusing on the production and marketing strategies in the food industry, government food
regulations, technological development, and changing cultural values, the study analyzed sensory
experiences are embedded in historical and cultural contexts.
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
