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Changes in familialism from the viewpoint of hikikomori experience in 2000s
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This study attempts to clarify the reality of the hikikomori
problem/experience in the context of the shrinking corporate welfare and the weakening of the
economic foundation of family welfare since the 2000s. Interview research with fathers of hikikomori

children revealed that the families are forced to support their hikikomori children because of the

lack of a sufficiently functioning public welfare system, which is exacerbating the hikikikomori
problem as a family problem.
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
