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Development of patient-participatory nursing program to ease dietary intake
difficulties during hematopoietic stem cell transplantation
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The purpose of this study was to develop a nursing care program based on
patients” subjective experiences of food intake difficulties experienced by hematopoietic stem cell
transplant patients. The research was planned to be conducted in three phases: (1) development of a
situation-specific theory based on patients® subjective experiences, (2) investigation of
interventions and care provided by health care providers, and (3) refinement of the nursing care
program developed by integrating (1) and (2) after obtaining feedback from patients. The results of
(1) and (2) were published at academic conferences. In (3), due to the impact of COVID-19, we were
unable to hold the planned expert panel meeting at a patients® association. We would like to
continue our research in accordance with the future situation.
