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This study analyzes the changes in the immigration policy of Spain as a
latecomer to receiving immigrants and the reaction of the Spanish civil society over the past 20
years that saw a large-scale influx of immigrants. Through this study it was found that the Spanish
civil society has accepted the influx of immigrants in various situations of domestic politics such

as having prominent regionalism while enjoying several advantages of latecomers.
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
