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This research aims to review planning practices of border towns in Asian
developing countries, reveal desirable development of the border towns with a variety of
connectivity and propose methodologies to realize the desirable development. Findings from this
research include, (1)correction of valuable primary data about both border town planning practices
and cross-border mobilities, (2)clarifying factors affecting permanent residence in border towns,
(3)evidence of place attachment formation and protection/creation of identities of border towns, (4)
proposal of border town development strategies reflecting local contexts, (5)proposal of PASS
approach for pandemic policymaking (closely related to cross-border mobilities), and (6) proposal of

evidence-based packaged policies of pandemic control and the maintenance of tourism economic
development.
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
