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WFZERC R OMEBE (F30) : After three years international cooperative researches (from April
2007 to March 2009), our research group published, for the first time in the world,
comprehensive collective researches into the Quotation Notebooks by Marx which are to
be included in the Vols. 17, 18, 19 of the New German Edition of Marx—FEngels— Gesamtausgabe.
The following new discoveries are accomplished: (1) The respective roles of Manuscripts
and Quotation Notebooks in the 1860s for the formation of the first volume of the Capital
by Marx. (2)The content of Quotation Notebooks by Marx about agricultural chemistry,
geology, mineralogy and other natural sciences, and their significance in the history
of natural sciences in the 19" century. (3)Marx’ studies on G. L. von Maurer which began
in March 1868. Maurer urged Marx to critically revise his perspective about the world
history, whose final form was found in the manuscripts of the letter by Marx addressed
to Vera Zassoulitch (February 1881).
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
