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The objects of these studies were the 2008 Beijing Olympic Games, the 2010 Vancouver
Winter Olympic Games and the 2010 Singapore Youth Olympic Games. In case of
Beijing Games, the peace education was not sufficient because there were big troubles
in the global torch relay and the effects of the patriotism education in the Olympic
education. In the case of Vancouver Winter Games, because of the forbidden of the
global torch relay by I0C, it was not sufficient for the peace movement to be covered by
the Olympic education in the city. It was clarified that the peace messages from
SYOGOC was insufficient as the peace movement of Olympic Movement.
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
