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I examined the recoding words and the use of these words in the
documents in the early Muromachi period, including “ Moromoriki " (Moromori
Nakahara, 1339-1374), “ Gogumaiki " (Kintada Sanjo, 1361-1383), and
“ Kanmon Nitsuki " (Imperial Prince, Sadafusa Fushiminomiya, 1416-1448).

" and documents, regarding the use of the recording word,
“ go/on/gyo/mi --- ari, " (4) created the report of the results of these
studies, and (5) recorded many recording words and the use of these words for future
research.
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
