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IR R OMEE (3£30) : Research inside Japan confirmed the differences between foreign
and domestic tourists and the importance of strategies to promote inbound tourism. On the
other hands, problems concerning the creation of wider tourism areas and the management
of tourism resources also appeared. Research in Germany confirmed the diversification of
tourism styles and the differences in revitalization strategies and tasks of tourism
destinations according to their condition of site.
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
