This research critically inherits previous studies on the history of
disabilities and achieves a multidimensional and diachronic understanding of how the recognition of
disabilities was formed and what the realities of disabled individuals were. It examines how
disabilities were represented in pre-modern times, taking into account the assumption that such
recognition emerged as a problem of productivity in the modern era. Furthermore, from the
perspective of the relationship between the lives of disabled individuals and society/state, it
sheds light on the true image of disabled individuals as social entities, considering issues related

to life and eugenics based on the issues of health and the body, among others.
Additionally, it has compiled a dataset (catalogs of historical materials and literature) that will
serve as the foundation for future developments in this field of study.
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
