We constructed the comprehensive database on the Eatents registered in Japan
from 1885 to 2016. The database was completed except 1983 and 1984, which will be an essential
infrastructure for empirical innovation research. Using the database and integrating other relevant
micro and macro data, we conducted a number of researches, including that on the role of
face-to-face interactions in generating innovations, and that on the role of higher education in
generating innovations.The former research focuses on the Spanish flu pandemic from 1918 to 1921,
and found that during the pandemic, patent applications for collaboration intensive technology
significantly decreased, and did not fully recover even after the pandemic ended. The latter
research revealed that the likelihood of becoming inventors significantly varied across schools and
departments, and that Imperial University graduates tended to produce inventions of higher quality.
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
