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The objective of this project is to propose a new academic field, "Confucian
Art History." To this end, we integrated case studies of Confucian art and explored the stylistic
transformations in both its origins and areas of diffusion, considering the entire East Asian
region. Although we were unable to conduct field research in mainland China due to COVID-19 and the
social situation, we found many commonalities in the stylistic transformations in Japan, Korea, and
Vietnam. Furthermore, we compiled numerous case studies and published our findings through academic
books and exhibitions, aiming to resource our research. Additionally, the importance of studying art
with a Confucian background, common to East Asia, received significant support at international
conferences. We also secured agreements from research institutions in various countries,
demonstrating the potential for international collaborative research.
