The research outcomes
were disseminated through a panel at an online international event, an online symposium, and a
journal special issue, among others. The project not only conducted case studies covering different
periods and regions but also advanced the understanding of issues that go beyond temporal and
regional boundaries, including the variations in discourse between the Sunnis and the Shia and the
treatment of women.
