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In this project, which aims to critically overcome the horizon of cultural
anthropological debt theory pioneered by D. Graeber through case studies in Asia, Africa, and
Oceania, we reported on research in each field and hold general discussions through 13 study
meetings. The results were published in (1) a symposium entitled “ Credit and Debt in the
Contemporary World from Anthropological Perspectives: Toward a * Human Economy’ " by the Japanese
Society of Cultural Anthropology in 2021, (2) a special issue of the journal “ Field Plus” entitled
“ Debt: The Frontiers of Research” (January 2022), and (3) disseminated through the publication
of the collection “ Debt, Credit, and Human Economies: Anthropological Perspectives” (lbunsha,
2023).
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
