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How can we represent the historical experiences of people who have left no
words or writings about themselves? From this point, how can we renew the historical perspective
and understanding of self and other that have been constructed by marginalizing or excluding certain
people, and develop a new relationship among them? As an attempt to address these fundamental
questions, this research explores the historical experiences of Taiwan"s indigenous peoples.

This study utilizes a variety of historical sources, including colonial archives, ego-documents,
oral histories, and field research to trace the trajectories of individuals and families of Taiwan’
s indigenous peoples. By integrating these diverse sources, we aim to reconstruct polyphonic
hist?ries, which represent the different experiences and perspectives of Taiwan’ s indigenous
peoples.
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
