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In this study, we analyzed tourism that is motivated by war-related content

(media), both domestic and international, to examine the dialogues or conflicts that this type of
content triggers. We placed particular emphasis on conducting on-site investigations for domestic
cases, and found significant temporal differences in historical interpretation, specifically between
the late Edo period and the Russo-Japanese War. We identified interpretive communities’ subjective
interpretation of war experiences as a crucial factor that contributes to these differences.
Furthermore, the presence of shareable narratives among multiple interpretive communities play a
vital role in transitioning conflict in tourism settings into constructive dialogue. These findings
have been compiled into an English-language academic book (open access).
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
