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We have aimed at improving the annotation of NPCMJ, the first Japanese
corpus with syntactic information. First, we have set up default rules to interpret an omitted
subject within an embedded clause by inheritance from the matrix clause in different ways dependent
on the sort of the clause. Second, we have given annotation on tense information which lacked so
far. Third, we have proposed a scope hierarchy which works as a default rule for scope
interpretation.
