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When the modernization of the Prussian army is examined from the perspective
of military support, the Prussian military reform is not the starting point, but rather an
important milestone in the modernization process that began at the end of the 18th century. The
military reforms did indeed present a different image of the soldier from that of the era of
Absolute monarchy and marked a major turning point in the transformation of military support, which
had been granted as a grace to the monarch, into a state obligation. However, its precursors can be
found in several reforms from the 1770s onward, such as the fund for officer widows. The cases in
which concepts that anticipate the reform period are put forward before it are not limited to
military support. It is a phenomenon common to the Prussian military reform, and indeed to the
reform as a whole.
