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This study aims to examine the impact of subsequent changes in the
distribution of power among member states on existing international institutions (global-scale
international institutions) once they have been established. It focuses on international economic
organizations (IMF, World Bank, GATT/WTO) and analyzes the relationship between burden-sharing and
representation. The study reveals that in the IMF and World Bank, which adopted a weighted voting
system backed by the overwhelming economic power of the United States, the demands for increased
voting rights from countries with growing economic power (Japan and Germany in the 1990s, China in
the 2000s) due to increased contributions were institutionally controlled due to the politicization
within the United States.
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
