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In developing countries, as modernization pro?resses, issues of social
unsustainability such as the provision of public goods and resource allocation become prominent, and
the voluntary cooperation of individuals is emphasized as crucial for their resolution. Voluntary

cooperation is associated with individuals®™ social preferences, which depend on the socio-cultural
background of the community. While the socio-cultural background changes alongside modernization,
its transmission pathways are broadly classified into 1) intergenerational vertical transmission and
2) intragenerational horizontal transmission. In this study, based on economic theory that
explicitly incorporates the vertical and horizontal transmission of socio-cultural norms, we
conducted empirical research primarily through fieldwork éexperiments and surveys) to examine the

impact of modernization in developing countries on individuals® social preferences and voluntary
cooperative behavior.
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
