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Main bank relationships and the accounting behavior of banks and borrower
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(1) With regard to the influence of main bank relationships on the
accounting behavior of the financed firms, we used event history analysis techniques to analyze the
impact of main bank relationships on the introduction of electronically recorded monetary claims.
The results revealed that firms with a high ratio of main bank ownership had a higher probability of

the occurrence of the introduction of electronically recorded obligations. In addition, we analyzed

(2) the impact of the cash flow estimation method for loan loss allowance of regional banks with
respect to the accounting behavior of banks that can influence the lender firms through the main
bank relationship.
