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This study revealed that non-custodial fathers® post-divorce life conditions

and their attitudes toward support for their children differ depending on the individual
circumstances of the divorce process and the relationship between the parties, and the factors
involved are complex. Based on these results, the following can be said about the child support
system. It is necessary to establish a reasonable system that ensures that child support payments
are fulfilled by accurately ascertaining the support capacity of the non-custodial parent, including

income and other support obligations, without assuming a normative image of the divorced father or
an ideal image of the divorced couple.
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
