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This research focuses on the operational manifestations of social
enterprises in Cambodia and Ethiopia managed as hybrid organizations under the logics of business
profitability, social mission, and religious mission. Through a comparative case analysis, we made
an attempt to typologize these organizations, necessary for the construction of a theoretical
framework. By evaluating the balance and interaction of complex logics within each enterprise, the
organizational forms were classified into four typologies. Notably, despite the impacts of the
COVID-19 pandemic, certain enterprises managed to maintain the balance of the three logics and
demonstrated resilience. These findings contribute significantly to deepening our understanding of
the balance of logics and resilience within social enterprises.
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
