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The purpose of this study was twofold. First, to conduct fieldwork on
children and youth in the region and identify policy and practical issues in supporting children and
youth facing poverty and social exclusion. Second, to develop a theory of education-welfare
collaboration that bridges pedagogy and social welfare studies.

The pandemic of the coronavirus (COVID-19) began at the beginning of 2020. Therefore, the
fieldwork could not be done as planned. However, we were able to achieve the desired objectives by
by hosting online-style study sessions. In the study sessions, we invited lecturers from the areas
where we had planned to conduct fieldwork and areas where notable efforts were being made.
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
