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研究成果の概要（和文）：このプロジェクトは、中国共産党がファシズムと国内植民地主義の融合に向けて決定
的なイデオロギー的転換をとったことを決定的に示した。近年、中国全土での愛国教育のテーマは一貫性を増し
ており、中国人のアイデンティティの根底にあるビジョンはますます一枚岩になっている。 「漢人」であれ
「少数派」であれ、すべてのコミュニティは今日、多数派の漢民族を中心とした「中国的優秀伝統文化」に基づ
く「中国らしさ」の考えに同化することが求められている。したがって、国家のアイデンティティと歴史に関す
る現在のメッセージは、中国共産党を平等主義の擁護者から儒教の「正義の階層」の擁護者に変えたイデオロギ
ーの旅の頂点を表している。

研究成果の概要（英文）：This project has conclusively demonstrated that the Chinese Communist Party 
(CCP) under Xi Jinping has taken a decisive ideological turn towards a blend of fascism and internal
 colonialism. In recent years, the themes of patriotic education across China have become 
increasingly consistent, and the underlying vision of Chinese identity increasingly monolithic. All 
communities - 'Han' or 'minority' - are today required to assimilate to an idea of 'Chineseness' 
based on 'outstanding traditional Chinese culture' centred on the Han majority. The current 
messaging on national identity and history thus represents the culmination of an ideological journey
 that has transformed the CCP from an advocate of egalitarianism into the champion of a Confucian '
just hierarchy'. I elaborate these conclusions in numerous articles, book chapters and books (see 
attachment), and am editing a landmark special issue of the journal 'Comparative Education' on 'the 
Politics of Education on China's Periphery'.

１．研究開始当初の背景 
 
Much research had discussed ‘patriotic education’ in contemporary China, and the role 
of particular school subjects (e.g. History, Politics) in promoting patriotism. Analysis of 
state propaganda (including schooling) had indicated the routine equation of ‘Han’ 
ethnicity with ‘Chineseness’ (Vickers 2003, 2011, etc.). Meanwhile, with respect to 
ethnic minority areas, studies noted the use of discourses of ‘multiculturalism’ and 
‘diversity’ to legitimate Chinese rule (Leibold and Chen 2014). However, no systematic 
comparison had been made of legitimating narratives vis-à-vis ‘minority’ regions (e.g. 
Tibet, Xinjiang) and restive ‘Han’ regions (Hong Kong, Taiwan). Nor did we understand 
how ideological shifts under Xi Jinping have influenced the use of history to justify 
Chinese rule over these very different regions. This project set out to address these issues. 
 
 
２．研究の目的 
 
This study analyses and compares the use of history to legitimate China’s claims to 
regions that are ethnically ‘Han’ and ‘minority’ / non-Han. By examining new curricula, 
textbooks and related propaganda vehicles (i.e. museums), alongside earlier sources, it 
identifies key changes to official narratives since 2012. It elucidates tensions inherent in 
justifications of the official stance towards very different peripheral regions, highlighting 
implications for domestic stability and external relations. 
 
 
３．研究の方法 
 
This project develops and extends my long-running study of the use of history in official 
propaganda and its relationship with contemporary Chinese nationalism. It focuses key 
vehicles for disseminating official visions of the past: schooling and museums (as ‘bases 
for patriotic education’). Combining textual analysis, site visits and interviews, it 
investigates recent changes to the portrayal of ‘minority’ regions (Xinjiang, Tibet, etc.) 
and of peripheral ‘Han’ regions (i.e. Hong Kong and Taiwan), and their implications. 
The key sources or methods for this study comprise: 
(1) textual analysis of school curricula and textbooks for History at junior secondary level 
(where History is compulsory), focusing on the portrayal of ‘minorities’, Han-‘minority’ 
relations, Hong Kong and Taiwan;  
(2) analysis of the portrayal of key peripheral regions and peoples (Tibet, Xinjiang, 
Mongolia, Taiwan and Hong Kong) in relevant museums, especially ‘provincial’-level 
museums and other major historical museums; 
[Due to the Covid-19 pandemic, as well as the worsening of China’s political climate, my 
original plan to conduct site visits in China and interviews with museum curators, etc. 
had to be abandoned.] 
 
 
４．研究成果 
 
The aims of the research have been substantially achieved. I have published a number of 
peer-reviewed articles and book chapters examining the politics of public history and 
identity discourse in China, particularly in relation to schooling and heritage. These 
include the following:
