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In this research, we tried to reduce the psychological burden of the
caregiver by interposing the robot between the elderly and the caregiver by using a weak robot. One
of the purposes was to turn the robot development course into teaching materials for problem-solving

learning, but due to the spread of COVID-19 infection, verification at the facility became
impossible. We evaluated the sense of familiarity for the robot, and analyzed interaction between
elderly, robot, and student. In the familiarity evaluation for humanoid communication robots, we
investigated human reactions to the robot"s gaze, gestures, and voices, and found that daily actions
such as nodding and waving are important for improving familiarity. In addition, we analyzed the

interaction between the developed robot, an individual elderly person, and a student using a state
transition model.
