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First, although an increasing number of "Branch number managing"
Community-based Group Farming(BCGF)s has been incorporated in recent years, in many cases they
remained aggregations of individual members. Second, many of the BCGFs were tapering off due to the
steady aging of their members. In the future, BCGFs will need to build relationships of trust and
coexist with various actors, such as farmers and no farmers who have left the BCGF, and newcomers.
It is also necessary to work with them to utilize the farmland available in the region and to find
ways to appropriately share roles and responsibilities.
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
