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Effect of periodontal disease on circulatory system via vascular endothelial
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We hypothesized that periodontal disease induces bacterial infection and
systemic inflammation, and affects the function of vascular endothelial cells, particularly leading
to the onset and progression of vascular disease. The purpose of this study was to compare the
conditions of periodontal disease and systemic inflammation in peripheral vascular disease patients
and healthy subjects. Healthy subjects and patients with peripheral vascular disease were recruited
as subjects for this study at multiple medical institutions. A test of vascular endothelial function

and periodontal disease examinations were performed. We found that the group with worsened vascular
endothelial function had increased tooth mobility.
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
