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Best pharmacist support for improving palliative care from early to end of life
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Best pharmacist support was established to improve patient satisfaction and
patient quality of life (QOL) by relieving physical pain from early to end of life.The overall QOL
score of patient-reported outcomes in outpatients with cancer pain was significantly correlated with

the daily maximum pain score, indicating that relief of the maximum pain improves patient QOL.In
addition, our result that the agreement between patient-reported outcomes scores and symptom ratings
scores by health care providers in terminal cancer patients indicated that health care providers
tended to underestimate overall subjective distress symptoms, including fatigue. The results
indicate the importance of symptom ratings in consideration with patient-reported outcomes.
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
