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We developed and evaluated nursing management standards intended to promote
Child and Family Centered Care (C&FCC) with a focus on peripheral indwelling intravenous lines
IVs), which are a common procedure in pediatric medicine. Based on the results of three preliminary
surveys, we developed learning support materials featuring “ C&FCC Nurse Manager Learning Support
Guidance: IV. Procedures” and “ Tools for Promoting C&FCC.” The intervention study’ s results
demonstrated an impact on the attitude and knowledge aspects of transformative learning among nurse
managers working in pediatric wards. Further, beyond the behavioral transformation of individual
nursing managers, changes in group behavior, such as improved C&FCC practice through pharmaceutical
and non-pharmaceutical care for alleviating children’ s pain, were also suggested.
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
