In this study, a group interview survey on cases supported by public health
nurses and a self-administered questionnaire survey created by analyzing the content of the
interview survey were conducted with the aim of clarifying the abilities of administrative public
health nurses necessary for creating a community care system for children with medical care and
examining the functions they should fulfill.

In the interview survey, 260 public health nurse activities were extracted and organized into 79
codes and 39 categories. The questionnaire survey derived the following functions in the support of
children with medical care by public health nurses: "family-based care needs," "approach to
parents,” "focus on the child"s medical needs and needs related to disabilities,” "sharing and
discussing policies among supporters,™ and "responding to life events associated with growth and
