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In order to help the elderly in Japan acquire the necessary knowledge about

COVID-19, we created the "Quiz on COVID-19" and " Quiz on Frailty" videos using a communication

robot and investigated their effectiveness at welfare facilities. We found that the quiz format, in

which learners can participate proactively, is more conducive to the acquisition of new knowledge by
the elderly than the lecture format.

Since the birthrate is declining and the population is aging faster in South Korea than in Japan, we
implemented the same care prevention program for South Korean elderly and compared the results with
those of Japanese elderly. About 90% of the Korean elderly responded that they gained new knowledge
from the care prevention program, and they had a more favorable impression of the health education

quiz than the Japanese elderly.
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
