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The purpose of this study is to clarify the basic interpretive framework for
understanding the "separation of church and state" in the history of Japanese thought during the
Meiji period by comparing the interpretations of "separation of church and state" in the Kokugaku,
Shinto, and Christian discourses. As a result of our research on the discourses of the Meiji period,
it became clear that the discourse on "kyo" to promote "national (citizen) genki" and "seiki"
functioned as one of the basic interpretive frameworks in understanding the relationship between
politics and religion, including the separation of church and state and freedom of religion.
