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This research focused on the behavior of the "Islamic Resistance Movement
(Hamas)" and aimed to elucidate its determinants in two aspects: Palestinian internal politics and
external relations surrounding Hamas since 2012 after Hamas worsened its relations with Middle
Eastern countries such as Syria and Iran due to the "Arab Spring.” The results of this analysis
suggest that Hamas" flexibility in trying to establish friendly relations with as many countries as
possible has been a defining factor in its behavior, and this has also been applied to its relations
with Fatah, with which it has been at odds in its internal affairs. In addition, Hamas was also
willing to adjust the leadership structure within the organization to maintain it.
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
