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This project aims to clarify the mechanisms of global production,
distribution and consumption beyond the centre-periphery model in popular music and the new
collective identity within it from the East Asian region, which has been positioned as the periphery

of world popular music. The aim of this research was to clarify the common cultural practices and
their effects in the global dimension beyond the national dimension by conducting a historical and
empirical examination of the popular music spaces of Japan and Korea, which have been described as
simple objects of "comparison” in the critical space of the past, from the aspect of "interaction"
on a multilayered level. The study has fulfilled its aim through four years of research and its
results.
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
