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Pathophysiology of persistent postural-perceptual dizziness
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We developed a questionnaire to assess vestibular symptoms of persistent
postural-perceptual dizziness (PPPD) and used the results to identify subtypes of PPPD. We
summarized existing vestibular test findings in PPPD, and adopted a new test specific for PPPD.
Using fMRI, we found that vestibular inputs is not fully utilized in PPPD, and that visual cortex
and spatial cognitive areas, as well as visual cortex and prefrontal cortex, are linked
respectively, which may lead to exacerbation of symptoms by visual stimulation and associated

enhancement of anxiety symptoms.
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
