o The purpose of this study was to identify the process of teaching and
learning in dance classes that correspond to the learning outcomes of the affective and social

domains.

The following three points were revealed as the results of the research. (1) By setting a closed
task in the beginning of the unit, the teacher and students can feel comfortable and obtain a good
feeling for the task. (2) Even if open-ended tasks are used in steps from the middle to the end of
the unit, students and teacher can easily feel difficulty in controlling the tasks. (3) Open-ended
task setting can be adjusted by structuring learning resources and simplifying learning tasks,

leading to more successful lesson practice.
