Building a communication model for resilient disaster management
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In recent years, natural disasters on a scale that is said to occur once
every few decades have occurred one after another. Since the Great East Japan Earthquake in 2011,
efforts have been made to strengthen preparations for earthquakes and tsunamis (national resilience)
throughout the country.
This research focuses on resilience as an academic concept. Based on the previous research (Sakurai
et al. 2014, Sakurai et al. 2017, etc.), communication structure and information technology that
enables local governments to respond to disasters have been investigated. It will help consider how
to utilize communication activities and relief operations in a resilient manner from the viewpoint
of information management.
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
