The central focus of this study was to comprehensively reassess the
population census of Central Asia in the 1930s, aiming to quantitatively reconstruct the changes
brought about in Central Asian society by agricultural collectivization and the resulting famines.
The study has achieved its initial objectives by publishing outcomes primarily in the form of papers

in Japanese and English. Particularly, concerning the demographic dynamics of Kazakhstan, analysis
focused on the cotton-growing regions in the south highlighted the factor of resource allocation
within the Soviet Union during the famines of the 1930s. Additionally, the study also published an
analysis that situates the population distribution of the early Soviet 1920s within the longer-term
demographic dynamics, including post-Soviet period, utilizing the method of temporal integration of
administrative spatial units through GIS.
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
