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The purpose of this study was to identify factors associated with QoL in
older persons with severe dementia, using the Quality of Life (QoL) assessment standardized by our
research team. The results revealed that there were two factors, expression of comfort and
expression of discomfort, in the QoL structure of older people with severe dementia. The results
showed that BPSD and pain contributed to the overall QoL score. The expression of comfort factor
score was contributed to the activities of daily living and pain. The expression of discomfort
factor score was contributed to BPSD and pain.
