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WFIERR R OBEE (F£30) : In terms of the self-representations of the contemporary Russian
culture the project has had its main concerns to the following four areas: (1) Russian
nationalism, (2) the mass culture, (3) the Orthodox thoughts, (4) the social functions of
literature. The project held the periodical seminars specialized in those topics and made
several important domestic and international publications. As far as the concrete topics of
research are concerned, the project chose the following topics: the role of culturology in
Russia, the animation films, the contemporary image of the Orthodox saints and so on. It is
considered that the project has made an analysis of the diversity and the main typology of
the self-representations of the contemporary Russia.
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
