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Through a total of 13 research meetings, two joint overseas surveys, and an
international symposium in the final year of the project, we were able to achieve our research
goals. During the joint survey, we were able to collect data on Muslim minorities in Bangkok and
various Muslim communities in Cambodia. In Myanmar, where research had to be suspended due to the
coup, we were able to digitize a significant number of old documents related to the Rakhine region.
In particular, we made seven presentations at international symposia on the Bengal and Cham cases.
In addition, we were able to develop a new research agenda on Islam and ethnicity in the context of

the time span since the early modern period.
