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In this study, we investigated and analyzed domestic and international
literary discourse (including the reception of foreign languages and literatures) during the World
War (Asia-Pacific War) from various perspectives, focusing on the national identity of Imperial
Japan. As a result of this research, we were able to clarify how foreign literature and Japanese
literature negotiated with each other from multiple routes even during the war period, and thus
produced various meanings and conflicts. These results were made public through two books and 19

papers.
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
