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Research on haiku poetry in the Edo period by deciphering letters addressed to
haiku poets in the Aizu region
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About 240 letters and haiku manuscripts addressed to Sekimoto Kyoseki and
Johatu, who were active in Kitakata, Aizu from the mid to late Edo period, were deciphered and
researched. At the same time, he deciphered and researched the handwritten materials of about 200
haiku poets in various places that Jokatu collected during his trip to Kansai, and clarified the

actual exchanges between haiku poets at that time, who were close to each other on a nationwide
scale.
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
