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Founded in 1955, Jaﬁan Congress of Journalists (abbreviated as JCJ) is an
influential professional organization in the history of postwar journalism. Its first chairman was
Genzaburo Yoshino, editor-in-chief of Iwanami Shoten®s Sekai. By reading the JCJ®s journal "
Journalist” and related literature from 1955 to the 1970s, this study revealed the reality of Japan
