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This study focused on the “ information gap” 1in career guidance from an
economic aspect in high schools, and aimed to clarify this problem from both school management and
scholarship system. as the results of the study, (1) With regard to the scholarship system, the more

students are aware of this information, the more likely they are to plan to go on to higher
education institutions. (2) In the internal system of each high school, information provision tends
to be more active when the career guidance department is involved, while it tends to stagnate when
only administrative staff is involved. (iii) The workload and sense of burden by teachers and staff
in applying for scholarships has reached its limit, and there is a need to improve the division of
roles between macro and micro aspects and to reconsider the expertise of teachers.
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
